While 
our scholars are excellent ambas-
sadors of our District and Rotary 
during their Ambassadorial year, 
the good they do in our world 
does not stop with the conclusion 
of their RAS year.  They go on to 
use the knowledge and skills they 
gained in their ambassadorial year 
to continue to make the world 
a better place.  While the Rotary 
Ambassadorial Scholarship may 
be seen as a large investment in 
an individual, 
the ben-
efits go on for 
many, many 
years into the 
future and 
can touch 
thousands of 
lives.

Cristianne 
Wendler is 
from the 
Lakeland-
Minocqua 
area.  In 1998-
99 the Rotary Club of Lakeland-
Minocqua sponsored her as a 
Rotary Youth Exchange student to 
the Philippines, where she spent 
a very successful and life-chang-
ing year.  While studying at the 
University of Wisconsin-Madison, 
she successfully applied for the 
Rotary Ambassadorial Scholar-
ship.  She spent her 2001-2002 
academic year in South Africa.  
This past January, Cristianne was 
a World Peace Fellow in Rotary’s 
four-month program in Bangkok, 
Thailand.

Below is an edited message from 
Cristianne that she has agreed to 
share:

Hello Everyone!

I have been to eastern Thailand 
for one of our field studies and 
to Nepal for the other field study, 
both of which were fantastic! The 
trip to eastern Thailand was a bit 
altered due to the fact that the 
conflict area we were supposed 
to visit erupted in open gunfire 
three days before we were sup-
posed to go there and continued 
until after our trip, consequently, 
we were not able to visit one of 
our main sites. But the sites/orga-
nizations that we did visit were 
great; very inspiring and inter-

esting work, most of it at a very 
grassroots, community level. 

Probably the most moving 
aspect of the field study was 
the stateless people that we 
met on the Thai/Cambodian 
border. These people fled from 
Cambodia during the Khmer 
Rouge and Thailand has allowed 
them to stay within their border, 
but Thailand doesn’t recognize 
refugees or give them any type 
of legal status, therefore these 
people are stateless, mean-
ing they receive no services, 
protection, permit to work or 
education from either country. 
They were an amazing group of 

people, who have organized and 
are fighting for their rights, but 
their plight was truly heartbreak-
ing. The notion of a person being 
stateless and/or nationality-less 
might seem odd or new to some 
of you, but it affects people in 
almost every country in the world, 
despite the fact that the UN char-
ter declares that everyone has the 
right to a nationality! So, the field 
study offered many new experi-
ences, learning opportunities and 
it was definitely challenging. 

The field study was also really 
nice to just have the opportunity 
to get out of Bangkok, which is a 

great city in many ways, but bot-
tom line, its crowded and crazy, so 
for me, a break from that was very 
welcome. Our other field study 
to Nepal was fantastic! It was a 
very full trip, as we met with 15 
organizations in just over a week. 
Nepal is in a post-conflict situa-
tion and is still trying to figure out 
how to move forward as a unified 
country. We met with organiza-
tions doing research, military 
officials, ex-Maoist combatants, 
the Women’s Commission, etc…all 
very interesting. At one meeting 
we were sitting in a room with the 
top ranking military and police 
commission tasked with deciding 
how to re-integrate the ex-Maoist

combatants into the standing 
army and/or society…amazing to 
have that kind of access! For most 
of our time in Nepal we were 
in Katmandu, but for two days 
we went about 5 hours south 
to Chitwan for a meeting with a 

rural, forestry preservation group 
and an organization working with 
youth. Chitwan was quite small 
and rural, so it was lovely to see 
that side of Nepal. On our last day 
in Nepal, I still hadn’t seen the 
mountains (yes, Katmandu is that 
polluted that you can’t see the 
tallest mountain in the world from 
the city!), so a group of 5 of us de-
cided to get up at 4am and head 
to the mountains to see the sun 
rise over Mt. Everest…there could 
not have been a better end to our 
time in Nepal; really stunning!

After we returned from Nepal, we 
only had about 10 days of class 
left and we all knew how quickly 
that time would go, but I think 
our heads were still spinning as 
we were sitting at our graduation 
on the last day of the fellowship. 
And my last week went even 

faster as I decided to fly to Cam-
bodia for my last weekend to visit 
Freya who is working there with 
UN Women. I had a lovely visit, 
but of course, far too short. And it 
was also quite difficult as I de-
cided that I had to visit the killing 
fields and the Tuol Sleng prison, 
both documenting the horrors of 
the Khmer Rouge. I’m glad that 
I went, but it’s a difficult experi-

ence. Actually, the entire fellow-
ship, the topics we covered, the 
stories people shared, the places 
we visited…I’ll be processing all 
of it for months…a really wonder-
ful opportunity, but definitely not 
for the faint of heart. (If any of you 
know someone that you think 
might be a good candidate for 
this fellowship, please tell them 
about it and/or have them con-
tact me if they would like more 
information.)

I now have my office re-estab-
lished and can get online regu-
larly, so I promise to be in more 
regular communication with all of 
you!
